The following scores along with classroom performance are meant to help parents with this consideration. They are not meant to replace the conversation between the math teacher and parent. The teacher has the ability to observe the student on a daily basis alone and in relation to others in the class. If students take the EXPLORE®, ACT, SAT or other outside tests, parents need to attach those scores to make sure they are considered.
· Math tests and quizzes = A’s (A+, A or A-)
· MEAP Math from prior grades = High Advanced
· SAT = 500 points in math
· EXPLORE® = 17 points in math
· ACT = 17 points in math
· Michigan Math League Competition = 20 points
Any of the above scores, along with the application, will be submitted to the Screening Committee at the above address for consideration.  Parents will receive a letter in May from the Office of Instruction updating them on the status of the request.
