Northville Public School (NPS) Students Only

Incoming 9t Graders Seeking to Enroll in Summer
Connections High School Courses for Credit

The Northville Public School District (NPS) recognizes the desire of some
students to take Summer Connections High School courses for credit as a
means of clearing their schedule to take more advanced courses through
the regular school year and/or to clear their schedule to reduce the load
necessary through the regular school year.

NPS strongly recommends that students considering this option have
successfully passed all of their Northville Public Schools 8t grade
classes, and have obtained prior approval from their principal who will
consider the students overall GPA and general school performance.

NPS recognizes the need to provide alternative means by which students
can achieve the goals of the school district. Further, NPS recognizes that
a student who successfully completes the requirements of a High School
course has the opportunity to claim it as credit. If the student elects the
credit option the letter grade will be recorded. This is consistent with the
intent and requirements of the Michigan Merit Curriculum.

Receiving high school credit for the course is contingent upon
successful completion of course requirements, including the final
exam. This complies with the Michigan Merit Curriculum requirements.
Students may also choose to take any Summer Connections class for no
credit as a means to better prepare themselves for upcoming high school
level courses.

The summer ’11 courses available for potential high school credit are:

Any Michigan Virtual School non-Apex Courses,

Algebra |, Algebra Concepts & Skills, Geometry Concepts & Skills,
Earth Science Essentials, Health, and Physical Education.

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HIGH SCHOOL CLASS INFORMATION

NOTE: Students can take classes for “credit” or for “no credit” (to bet-
ter prepare themselves for the upcoming high school course).

e CIVICS (Two time slots offered)
One Semester Only 7:30-10:30
10:35-1:35
.5 Credit MMC Civics

Students will be expected to demonstrate the use of critical thinking
and social-scientific inquiry skills. They will learn that culture,
socialization, and status affect one’s political behavior, party
identification and participation. Students will analyze roles, recruitment
and decision making in the legislative, executive and judicial branches
of our government. They will apply the knowledge learned in the text
to current political situations.

e ECONOMICS (Two time slots offered)
One Semester Only 7:30-10:30
10:35-1:35
.5 Credit MMC Economics

This course examines the field of economics and the American free
enterprise system. Students will gain an understanding of economics
by viewing: basic theory, individual and household choices, business
formulation/choices, the role of government, types of economic
systems, and foreign and domestic trade.

e WORLD HISTORY Semester One 7:30-10:30
Semester Two 10:35-1:35
.5 Credit MMC World History per semester

The course takes a global and comparative approach to studying the
world and it’s past to develop greater understanding of the
development of worldwide events, processes, and interactions among
the world’s people, cultures, societies, and environment.

e ALGEBRAI
Semester One 7:30-1:35 June 27—July 12, 2011
Semester Two 7:30-1:35 July 13—July 28 , 2011

.5 Credit MMC Algebra | per semester

The content of this course will include the following: writing, graphing
and solving linear equations and linear inequalities, exponents,
graphing and solving quadratic equations, and an introduction to
polynomials. Students who successfully complete one year of Algebra
| are prepared to enroll in Geometry the next school year.

° ALGEBRA | Concepts and Skills

Semester One 7:30-1:35 June 27—July 12, 2011

Semester Two 7:30-1:35 July 13—July 28, 2011
.5 Credit MMC Algebra | per semester.

This course is designed for the student who has difficulty in math. It
will cover the same topics as an Algebra | course. This class will
include the following: writing, graphing and solving linear equations
and linear inequalities, exponents, graphing and solving quadratic
equations, and an introduction to polynomials.

° GEOMETRY Concepts and Skills

Semester One 7:30-1:35 June 27—July 12, 2011

Semester Two 7:30-1:35 July 13—July 28, 2011
.5 Credit MMC Geometry per semester.

This course continues to develop the skills of those who have
completed Algebra | Concepts and Skills. The content of this course
will include the following: parallel and perpendicular lines, properties
of triangles, quadrilaterals, transformations, arcs, angles, circles,
area, surface area and volume..

e EARTH SCIENCE ESSENTIALS
One Semester Only 7:30-10:30
.5 Credit Science

This course is designed to provide the essential Earth Science
content that is tested on the Michigan Merit Exam, and is
recommended for 10th—12th graders who have not taken Earth
Science, or as a credit recovery option for either semester of Earth
Science.

e CHEMISTRY PREP
One Semester Only 10:35-1:35
.5 Credit Science

This course is designed for students who wish to improve their skills
before taking the MMC required Chemistry course. Chemistry Prep
will better prepare students for the Chemistry portions of the Michigan
Merit Exam if they should choose to take Physics in place of
Chemistry.

e PHYSICAL EDUCATION (PE)
One Semester Only 7:30 - 10:30
.5 Credit MMC PE

This Michigan Merit Curriculum aligned course will be a combination
of the fundamentals in physical education; gymnasium/field sports
training and physical conditioning exercises. Students will need a
regular PE outfit, outdoor workout attire and gym shoes.

Classes will be held at Hillside Middle School this year.



e HEALTH*
One Semester Only 10:35-1:35
.5 Credit MMC Health

The course examines many of the choices teens face now and in the future.
Students are encouraged to explore and solve real life situations that deal with
self-esteem, diversity, decision making, stress management, tobacco prevention,
alcohol and other drug use and abuse, nutrition, violence prevention, and build-
ing healthy relationships. Sexual harassment, intimidation, date rape, sexually
transmitted infections (STls), HIV and decisions related to human sexuality com-
plete the Health abstinence based course.

* A signed waiver with parent signature is required to attend this class.

e SEMINAR
One Semester Only 10:35-1:35
.25 Credit per semester
Maximum of three students per semester.
